
The rotor blades of a wind 
turbine work somewhat like 
the wings of an airplane.  As 
air passes over the specially 
designed blades “lift” is cre-
ated. This lift, in turn, sends 
the blades spinning in a 
circular motion, which drives 
an electric generator.  When 
winds reach about 8 miles 
per hour, the rotor is en-
gaged and the wind turbine 
begins producing power.
